Preparation

Ensure that your musical equipment is functional in the choir location.

e Duos to identify two/three part harmony to the songs.

e Set out the chairs into a semi-circle, with your duo vocalist in the centre, with a music stand if possible

e Have water set on a table to the side

Format

e Thank the guests for taking part and lead an informal introduction

e Then lead the guests in some vocal warm ups (scales, arpeggios to 'la's 'ya's mum's etc)

e Split the choir into men and women and teach them their parts.

e  The duo should demonstrate the melody, for instance, 'Oh happy day' and working section by section,
teach the ladies the main melody, and the men the harmony line

e  Once you've attempted the song as a ‘stop start’ rehearsal, try it properly with the background beat on the
keyboard.

e Towards the end of the session, have a dry run on stage and encourage them to sway, move and clap to
the beat.

e You could use a backing track for the songs but it's easier to stop /start in rehearsals if it's on keyboards.

Notes:

e  Oh Happy days' and ‘Put a Little love in your heart” medley Soloist followed by choir in bold . The word
‘yeah' is a shout. Keyboard sound Piano/Gospel organ in right hand and bass guitar in left hand. Hip Hop
background beat.

e Instrumentalist plays the melody to’ Put a little love in your heart’ while singer invites the audience to clap
along. The word ‘World' is a shout

e  The rehearsal lasts an hour, and the performance should take place on the same eveming, ideally on
Manager’s Cocktails.
